Opening & Welcoming Prayer:

Adoption of Minutes:

Business Arising from Minutes:
School Council Event

Parent Volunteer Meeting was held November 7, 2016 to discuss the Family Fun Night. So far only eight parent volunteers have signed up to assist with planning the event, we need closer to 20 to make it a successful event. Ideas to recruit more volunteers were discussed: ask Student Leadership to assist and provide a portion of proceeds to their group, invite volunteers from the church congregation, put a hard copy volunteer sign up sheet outside every classroom door at Parent Teacher Interviews, have Mrs. Sand make announcements throughout PTI night, make posters/sign up sheets to put out at Christmas concert, put out another call for volunteers in January through agendas/email/facebook page.

Fundraising Report - Cindy Roy

Motion by Cindy Roy to spend up to $40 to purchase drinks and snacks for the front row seat raffle for the christmas concerts, seconded by Angela Curran, all in favour. Tickets will be sold at $2/ticket or 3 tickets/$5. Nancy will make poster boards advertising the raffle. Jolin Kopp made a motion for Melissa Donaldson to make a $200 float for the Christmas concert raffle, Angela Curran seconded the motion, motion carried. 

Sarah provided an update on the Art Card fundraiser. This was carried out within a short time frame this year and it was agreed that it would be better to start earlier next year and give teachers more time to complete projects and parents more information about the fundraiser and more time to order. There was an idea to try this fundraiser at a different time of year with generic cards. New Business:
1. Student Door Decorating - Discussion regarding doing a Christmas door decorating contest this year; each classroom will decorate their door, a winner from each division will be chosen and school council will sponsor a pizza party for winners. Motion by Jolin Kopp to spend up to $200 on pizza for Division 1 and Division 2 winners, Angela Curran seconded, motion carried. 
2. School Council Meeting Time Change - Melissa Tomkinson motioned for School Council Meeting time to change to 6:30pm for the remainder of the year, seconded by Cindy Roy, motion carried. 
3. School Council Bank Account Stamp - Angela Curran made a motion to order a bank stamp for cheques; Jolin Kopp seconded, motion carried. 
4. School Council Cheques - Discussion regarding ordering a second chequebook for School Council account for Nancy Kircher to ensure that there is always cheques available at school council meetings for reimbursing expenses. Cindy Roy motioned for a second cheque book to be obtained, Sarah Bailer seconded, all were in favour, motion carried. 
5. No Stone Left Unturned - Jolin discussed this activity (for commemorating veteran’s graves on Remembrance Day) and suggested that this would be an excellent opportunity for Sacred Heart students (possibly aged Grade 4-6) to participate in yearly.
