Welcome back Sacred Heart Families!

I wanted to introduce myself and say welcome to SH school if you’re new and welcome back to all
returning kiddos & their families. 

My name is Francine Lefebvre (Ms. L). I am Sacred Heart's FSLW (Family School Liaison Worker). My
role at the school is to support the emotional, social, and mental well-being of SH students & their
families. I work with a fabulous team at SH: our admin, our intervention team, our teachers, and
sometimes in consultation with central office & community members too!

The FSLW role at SH is to provide one to one short-term solution focused support, help during tough
times, small groups, classroom visits, conflict resolution support, and promotion of positive mental
health to name a few. The FSLW does not provide psychological therapy/counseling, but can assist
with referrals and connections outside of school, as well as, with connections to community
organizations like the Boys and Girls Club.

When to connect to the FSLW (Ms.L)?
If your kiddo is withdrawing from activities they love, family time, friends etc. If they are not wanting to
come to school. If they are feeling anxious/ overwhelmed. If your family is experiencing ANY loss or
change.

Feel free to contact their teachers, and/ or admin who will also reach out to me if needed. Please know
I am not available after school hours!
*** If there is an emergency, please contact your family Dr, call 911 or go to emergency if needed.

I was an EA for many years before becoming a Social Worker, now FSLW. I have been in our school
district for 17 years now. I truly love my job & love our school! I am the mom of two amazing humans.
A son (23) who is in his 3rd year at Grant Mac for Business and a daughter (21) who is in her 3rd year
of Nursing at Grant Mac as well. They are my world and I cannot believe where the time has gone?! 

Some of the programs I bring into our classrooms are: The Worry Woos, The Little Scribble Spot,
Kimochis, and Kids Get Stress Too to name a few. I love co-facilitating with our teachers during their
health class; especially when we are talking about the importance of our Mental Health, or just being
asked to pop-in and participate in classroom chats!
